· OLD BUSINESS:


Britt Bassett and Sean McCormick updated the current status with the ACT 537 and Sewer Project.  They reviewed the proposal for Professional Services which is an agreement between the owner and the engineer for professional services on the project.  Bassett would like to apply for PENNVEST funding by November with a spring construction date.  DEP and PENNVEST will work with Bassett to keep the project moving.  Several permits are needed such as the ENS Plan and Highway Occupancy Permit.  All PENNVEST needs is the DEP permits.  The Sewage Management Ordinance needs to be finalized.  Interim financing needs to be secured for costs incurred now before PENNVEST funding.

Wayne Klingman made a motion to amend the motion with the COG regarding the Property Maintenance Code Ordinance, subject to the adoption of the ordinance and execution of the contract with the COG, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  There have been several complaints regarding violations.


Barbara Seebold was present to discuss possible events on the Village Green, such as yard sales, picnics, live music, easter, Halloween and Christmas parties.  The Village Green Committee only want to do maintenance on the village green and not participate in events.  There are concerns about liability with the events on the Village Green.  We will contact the insurance provider and ask what his recommendation would be regarding holding events on the village green.

Jess at Attorney Lobo’s office contacted Solicitor Boop regarding the Gearhart property matter.  They will contact their client about the violations.  Jim Emery received a call from the daughter about a month ago about moving the trailer.
