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May 11, Meeting Minutes

Chairman, Wayne Klingman called the meeting to order.  He led the group with the pledge of allegiance.


The minutes and treasurer’s report were reviewed.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve the minutes as printed, seconded by Wayne Klingman.  Wayne Klingman made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and pay the bills for May, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor, motion passed.

CORRESPONDENCE/EMAILS:

· Email regarding use of Village Green for events.  Wayne Klingman suggested that Barbara Seebold attend the meeting to discuss the events and the liability issues.

· Correspondence from Mifflinburg Bank and Trust Co. pledging to secure our deposits in excess of the insurance coverage.

· Correspondence regarding the Union County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update.  Wayne Klingman made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 04-2021 Union County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr. All in favor.  Motion passed.

· Discussion regarding a Fire Insurance Escrow Ordinance.   This involves funds available in escrow if a residence or commercial structure burns down and the structure has been abandoned.  Attorney Boop will prepare an ordinance with a 20% escrow amount.

OLD BUSINESS:

· Sean McCormick from Bassett Engineering was present to review the current status on the ACT 537.  He reviewed Bassett’s agreement of services and will execute a final draft for signatures.  Concerns were raised regarding the costs of materials going up and the need to revisit the costs of the plant.  The project needs DEP’s approval and permits before it can be submitted to PENNVEST.  Wayne Klingman made a motion to approve the Wastewater Collection proposal for Professional Engineering Services, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.   Sean also reviewed what DEP need for permits and discussion on interim financing.
· State Project- Bids will be received at the June meeting.
· The violations on the Maple Street property, Jim Emery, COG, spoke to Mr. Feaster – a courtesy notice- regarding high grass.  Mr. Emery is also looking into the trailer issue.

NEW BUSINESS

· There has been some activity on the township property, someone has been dumping ashes on the antiskid pile.  Suggestion was to install cameras and putting a fence around piles.  The salt shed was discussed, it was suggested by Attorney Boop to have Bassett Engineering to draft specs for a salt shed and fence.

· The secretary will contact A1 Lock to have the building rekeyed, due to so many keys lost.
· The Roadmaster position was reviewed.  There were two applicants.   Wayne Klingman made a motion to hire Richard Fry for the Lewis Township Roadmaster at $15.00 per hour, subject to review, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Mr. Fry’s start date will be May 12, 2021.

· The CMC Maintenance Code was discussed.  Wayne Klingman made the following restrictions to the code presented by the county:

1. All complaints and occurrences except emergencies will be addressed to the Lewis Township Supervisors.  First, a board supervisors will contact the COG to investigate and prosecute if warranted.

2. There will be no free roaming inspections done by the COG unless authorized by the Lewis Township Board of Supervisors.

3. All complaints will be handled on a case-by-case basis.

4. If any additional ordinances are needed for the code, they will be addressed at a later date.
