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July 13, 2021 Meeting Minutes


The Lewis Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, July 13, 2021, at 7:30 p.m., at the Municipal Building, Millmont, Pennsylvania.  Those attending the meeting were as follows:  Supervisors Wayne Klingman, Karen Watters and Robert Goss, Jr., Thomas Boop, Solicitor, Richard Fry, Roadmaster and residents of the township.  


Chairman, Wayne Klingman called the meeting to order.  He led the group with the pledge of allegiance.


The minutes and treasurer’s report were reviewed.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve the minutes as printed, seconded by Wayne Klingman.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report with the addition of Windstream $68.01, and pay the bills for July, seconded by Wayne Klingman.  All in favor, motion passed.

· PUBLIC COMMENT/VISITORS-
John Struble was present to discuss a complaint regarding Troy Fogle’s property.  The houses are falling down and creating a public hazard.  Jim Emery is aware of the problem and will take further action when the Property Maintenance Ordinance is adopted next month.  Mr. Struble also brought up a right of way issue, which is a civil matter.
· CORRESPONDENCE:

Correspondence from PSAT regarding a Centennial Celebration Dinner to celebrate PSATS’ 100th birthday on October 14, 2021.
PENNDOT is open for 2021 Transportatioin Set-Aside of Surface Block Grant project applications.  Eligible projects are stormwater management, bike trails, pedestrian education, overlooks and viewing areas.

· OLD BUSINESS:


Britt Bassett and Sean McCormick updated the current status with the ACT 537 and Sewer Project.     Several permits are needed at this time NPEDS and Water Quality Management.  Discussion on having a workshop meeting to go over the lines in the current design before the August meeting.  Review of the collection system plan and profile drawings.  Concerns of rising costs, Sean said he has spoken to several vendors and the prices are holding steady.

The Property Maintenance Code Ordinance will be advertised and adopted at the August meeting.

The salt shed project was reviewed.  Bassett Engineerings proposal was very high.  Discussion on costs and construction.  The matter was tabled for further review.

The Kaiser Run Bridge project was discussed.  The Dirt and Gravel grant funds may be available to fund most of the project.  Bassett Engineering will be applying for the grant on behalf of the township.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to have Bassett Engineeing apply for the Dirt and Gravel Road grant for funding of the Kaiser Run Bridge Project, seconded by Wayne Klingman.  All in favor.  Motion passed.


Several responses from banks on Line of Credit for Sewer Project.  Need response from Mifflinburg Bank.

Eddie Koeble from Keystone Insurers Group was present to go over a proposal for insurance for the township and municipal authority.  EMC is our current  insurer.  He reviewed his responsibilities with his company and the township.  He reviewed potential liability issues with the building and other line items.  Keystone Agreement with EMC and the township are eligible for dividends at the end of each year that could amount to over $1,000.  Mr. Koeble is very proactive and indicated that the renewal prices are very steady with the premiums.  He will be attending next month’s meeting with the policy.  Karen Watters made a motion to appoint  Pfeiffer-Naginey Insurance Agency, Keystone Insurers Group for EMC as our insurance of record, seconded by Wayne Klingman.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Mr. Koebke also review the coverage as far as the Village Green events.  Event insurance is estimated around $100-$200 per event.  


Richard Fry, Roadmaster reported on the road work for this month.  Mowing, cleaning ditches, maintenance and storm damage.
No further business to be conducted.
