Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and pay the bills for April with the addition of Dianne Shuck, $10.00 and Jessica Catherman $50.00, seconded by Matthew Dersham. · Alan Wagner an Eric Roberts were present to review the Salt Shed Plans.  There are wetlands at the west end of the property.  The area was reviewed and building in this area would be cumbersome and expensive.   After some discussion, Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to place the salt shed on the west side facing the opening to the south, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Eric Roberts will adjust the plans and get the revisions to the supervisors for bidding.

· Sean McCormick was present representing Bassett Engineering regarding the sewer project.  There are three outstanding easements according to Solicitor Lemon.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to proceed with eminent domain if the three outstanding easements did not respond timely, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Donald Shively will attempt to contact the three outstanding easement property owners and will let Solicitor Lemon know of his results.
Bassett is working on specifications, bidding documents, consultants for the architectural and structure work.  The second Zoom Call with PENNVEST is June 15 at 10 a.m.

Donald Shively said the authority will be raising the sewer rates in June and inquired if PENNVEST is okay with the increase.  Sean McCormick said PENNVEST is only interested in the monthly payments.  Sean will also update the timeline.  Donald Shively also inquired what would happen if the bids come back over the estimate because of increased costs.  Until the bids come back and PENNVEST reviews if the project is not feasible, they could possibly extend the time on the loan.  Jens Damgaad, Esquire will be the counsel for the PENNVEST closing.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to hire Jens Damgaad, Esquire as the PENNVEST closing attorney, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  The engagement letter will be executed and returned to Attorney Lemon for return to Attorney Damgaad.
· The Kaiser Run bridge project, still under review.

· Roadmaster reported, cutting brush, cleaning culverts, working on ballpark to take down.

· Discussion on recommendation of auditors regarding credit card.  It is only to be used for out of area purchases where the township does not have an account.  Any purchases over $1,000 needs board approval.  Also, the supervisors would like a daily log of the work performed by the Roadmaster and Helper.

NEW BUSINESS
· Concerns about Orchard Road and Swengel Road Intersection and safety issues.  Contact PennDOT to review safety of this intersection.   Also, Pleasant Grove Road and Kaiser Run Road, a yield or stop sign review is needed.
