February 14, 2023 Meeting Minutes


The Lewis Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, February 14, 2023, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Building, Millmont, Pennsylvania.  

Those attending the meeting were as follows:  Supervisors Matthew Dersham, Karen Watters and Robert Goss, Jr., Mark Lemon, and Jedidiah Lemon Solicitors and citizens of the township.  


Chairman, Robert Goss, Jr. called the meeting to order.  He led the group with the pledge of allegiance.


The minutes and treasurer’s report were reviewed.   Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the minutes as printed with the corrections seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and pay the bills for February, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor, motion passed.  
VISITORS 
Joe White was present to discuss the rubbish at the Gearhart property as well as the clean up of the pond, they were supposed to fill the pond in.  A letter will be sent to the Gearhart’s regarding clean up and if noncompliance, it will be sent to Jim Emery for follow-up.

NEW BUSINESS
· It was brought up that the Tax Collector has very limited hours before discount and before the end period.  There were concerns that it was not enough hours for residents to come and pay their taxes.  Robert Goss, Jr. will talk to the tax collector about adding additional hours.
OLD BUINESS

· Britt Bassett was present to discuss the current issues with the sewer project.  He gave a status report, with the closing to be on April 5th.  Britt is checking references of the contractors.  DEP approved to proceed with the plant, bifurcating the sewer lines.  An application for additional funding has been prepared for the lines.  Discussion on the payment schedules and the loan amortization could be 30 years.  The application was accepted by PENNVEST 
and is under review.  We may need a letter of responsibility and a letter of no prejudice to hold prices for 120 days.  Funding may be available late May.
· Resolution 02-2023 Notice of Intent to Issue Debt and Accept Grant to Finance a Capital Project, and to Allocate a Portion of the Proceeds thereof to reimburse the Township Funds used to Pay Costs of the Project Prior to the Issuance of Such Debt or Acceptance of Such Grant.  The Note is $89,916 and the Grant is $194,884, Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to adopt Resolution 02-2023, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

· Resolution 03-2023 Notice of Intent to Issue Debt and Accept Grant to Finance a Capital Project, and to Allocate a Portion of the Proceeds thereof to reimburse the Township Funds used to Pay Costs of the Project Prior to the Issuance of Such Debt or Acceptance of Such Grant.  The Note is $1,196,414 and the Grant is $2,593,094, Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to adopt Resolution 03-2023, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

· Letter to Lucas Sotherton regarding Village Green updates and return of key.

· It was brought up about the condition of the outside of the sewer plant needing cleaned up, plants and trees are growing through the fence.
