OLD BUSINESS

· The salt shed plaque for Ken Catherman was approved as printed.  Will forward to company for production.

· Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to move $100,000 of the ARF to the General Fund for reimbursement on the Salt Shed.  Matthew Dersham seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

· Discussion on Rodney Smith’s construction, until sewer project and connection he cannot occupy the property as a residence.

· Ordinance 02-2023 Authorizing and Securing the Issuance of General Obligation Note, in the Principal Amount of $2,200,000.00 pursuant to the Pennsylvania Local Government Unit Debt Act, to construct improvements to its public sanitary sewer system and pay related expenses; accepting a bank loan proposal to purchase the Note; setting forth the terms and substantial form of the note; creating a sinking fund and appointing a sinking fund depository for the note; pledging the full faith, credit and taxing power of this township to secure the note; and containing relating provisions.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to adopt Ordinance 02-2023, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

· Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve the Application for Approval to Deliver a General Obligation Note under the Local Government Unit Debt Act and Application for approval for Exclusion of Self-Liquidating Debt Under Section 8026 of the Local Government Unit Debt Act, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
· Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 04-2023, A Resolution of Intent to Issue a Sewer Revenue Obligation and Accept Principal Forgiveness Loan to Finance a Capital Project and to Allocate a Portion of the Proceeds Thereof to Reimburse Township Funds or Short Term Borrowed Funds Used to Pay Costs of the Project Prior to the Issuance of Such Debt or Acceptance of Such Principal Forgiveness Loan, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
