Floyd Martin was present with his engineer from Axtman Engineering regarding a proposal of a chicken barn on his property.  The setback for this type of animal operation is 1000 feet from the Rural Residential District.    There was a review of the scope of the project and proposed concerns of the residential houses in this area.  Mr. Martin would like to have the setbacks changed or to amend the current zoning ordinance.  The matter was tabled for further review.
