The Lewis Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, June 13, 2023, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Building, Millmont, Pennsylvania.

The minutes and treasurer’s report were reviewed.   Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the minutes as printed, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and pay the bills for June, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor, motion passed.  
VISITORS 
Lois Gearhart was present to discuss the property located across from the township building on 161 Maple Street and the clean-up progress.  She also inquired why she was getting late notices on sewer invoices because she has several rentals.  It was noted that she has several properties and was not delinquent. Also, she gave the board an updated address for future mailings.
OLD BUSINESS

· Britt Bassett was present to review updates on Sewer Project.  The project is scheduled to start next week.  The Collection System will not have any surface cutting.  The eastern run will begin in about 2 weeks.  Continental will start in about 2 months.  The concrete delivery will be in the fall, Lobar will start in the fall, Koonsman and Kaufman after the treatment plant completion, some work in the fall.

· Pennvest needs all documents by June 27.  A zoom call will be held July 5 at 9:00 a.m. and closing July 18 at 11a.m.  Bassett will look into the payment application.  We will need two separate accounts for funding.

· The Morseman rental is being cleaned up.

NEW BUSINESS

· There was discussion on the pond behind the Matt Shirk property.  It borders the Gearhart property and Matt Shirk property.  Concerns about it being a liability and also a health issue with standing water. The matter will be looked into further to see what would be needed to fill in the pond and maybe sell the property.  Jim Emery will look into the matter as well as the solicitor.

· Jim Emery was present and said there is progress on the Gearhart property clean up.  There was also acomplaint he looked into regarding Mr. Struble collecting garbage and burning.  Jim saw no problems with what Mr. Struble was doing.  He has a dumpster and was doing clean burning in a barrel.

· Ms. Lois Gearhart said she currently has only 5 hookups since the trailer was taken away.  Notify bank of update.

· Floyd Martin would like to request a conditional use hearing.  He will have to file a form request and contact all adjoining property owners.  A tentative date is set for August 14, 2023 at 7 p.m.  He will have to work with Martha Witmer, Zoning Officer to schedule the hearing.

· Renda Shively asked if the township could possibly put a sign up at the F. Long Memorial Ballfield to read F. Long Memorial Park.  The matter was tabled and will be looked into further.

· Roadmaster reported that Haupt Road was ready, Brian Haight, PENNDOT will be meeting with him to review this year’s project.  Brian also reviewed the Canada Drive project and discussed putting up guiderails.    Signs are up, spraying and trimming done.  Hartleton Borough wanted our Roadmaster to spray, Paul said he had time.

· A drop box was discussed to put outside the main door for contractors and vendors to place mail etc.  Paul will have one made.
