July 11, 2023 Meeting Minutes


The Lewis Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, July 11, 2023, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Building, Millmont, Pennsylvania.  

Those attending the meeting were as follows:  Supervisors Matthew Dersham, Karen Watters and Robert Goss, Jr., Mark Lemon, and Jedidiah Lemon Solicitors and citizens of the township.  


Chairman, Robert Goss, Jr. called the meeting to order.  He led the group with the pledge of allegiance.


The minutes and treasurer’s report were reviewed.   Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the minutes as printed, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  Matthew Dersham made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and pay the bills for July, seconded by Robert Goss, Jr.  All in favor, motion passed.  
VISITORS 
A stormwater management agreement was presented by a representative from Alan Wagner’s office for a 2nd chicken barn expansion of the current system.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve and sign the agreement, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
OLD BUSINESS

· Review of the Kaiser Run Bridge replacement project was presented by representatives of the Larson Design Group.  They need a GP-11 permit approval prior to sending to DEP for approval.  There will be utility meeting to discuss relocation of the utilities.  The temporary detour will be Pleasant Grove Road and Cold Run Road.  They will need construction easments which the county solicitor will secure.  Construction tentatively will begin in 2024.  DCED grant is being submitted by the county for grant funding.

· Michelle Dietrich was present to discuss the tornado and storm damage.  She also indicated the township needs to update the current Emergency Operations Plan.  The plan needs reviewed and approved every two years.  There is also a Debri Management Plan and PEMA training program requirements.

· Britt Bassett reviewed the updates on the Sewer Project.  Next week is the settlement for PENNVEST.  Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to approve Bassett Engineering fee scheduled due to the extra work involved in the project, seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
There was discussion on the tap in fees, DEP will allow hook ups, but concerns were that new hookups should not be allowed because of the poor condition of the current plant.  Discussion on the grinder pumps and the resident’s responsibility to maintain them.  There are on-site inspection.  Lobar will be starting on the treatment plant Mid-August with a tentative completion April 2024.

unpaved submitted a request for their annual bike event which travels through parts of Lewis Township.  The supervisors approved the request.

Land Development Plan from Steven Hoover was received.  The secretary will request a larger print of plan for further review.

School tax bills were received for township parcels.  Secretary will contact Lewis Hoover regarding this matter.

State Project proposal, will contact Brian Haight for specs.

Robert Goss, Jr. made a motion to adopt the Rate Resolution 05-2023 for the sewer project rate increased to cover PENNVEST loan., seconded by Matthew Dersham.  All  in favor.  Motion passed.

The Gearhart property is being cleaned up.

The security lights are being ordered.

Discussion on POND property owned by the township and liability issues.  Will look into further.

Roadmaster reported that Haupt Road was paved, guide rails are ready for install on Canada Drive, need 2 loads of cold patch, Paul will purchase a large drop box at Lowes and install.
