October 10, 2023 Meeting Minutes


The Lewis Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, October 10, 2023, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Building, Millmont, Pennsylvania.

Mr. Martin feels that if he moves his proposed chicken house on the other side of the current one, it would be too close to the stream.  There was discussion regarding possible changes to Mr. Martin’s request.  Mr. Martin has 30 days from September 12, 2023 to appeal the decision of the conditional use hearing.
OLD BUSINESS

Robert Grove, EMC Coordinator reported that it was quiet last month.  He will contact the Four Bell Church to request that it could be a 2nd place of an emergency center.
Britt Bassett reviewed the current sewer updates and that the construction is moving along.  Contractors ae working on the treatment building, excavation is complete for the tanks.
